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What is Confirmation?

e The Confirmation process is a period of instruction in the Christian faith leading to a public
confession of what God has done for us in baptism.

e Pastors, teachers, and parents partner in preparing young men and women for fuller
engagement and responsibility in the body of Christ and as members of Hope. While the pastor,
DCE, and others might provide formal instruction at set times on a weekly basis, the partnership
of parents in the home during this process is crucial.

e A key part of the Confirmation experience includes instruction leading to the reception of the
Lord’s Supper.

lighting candles, greeting, providing musical leadership (for example, participating with the praise
team), and/or participating in the Christmas program.

e (8" Graders) Statement of Faith: At the completion of Confirmation, students will write a one-
page statement of faith to read for the congregation as Confirmation Day approaches.
